For the past 5 years Tällberg Foundation has arranged Tällberg Forum and has this year chosen to integrate the Forum with YES (Youth Entrepreneurship Sustainability) and LSU (Sweden’s Youth Organisations) in order to focus on the question of global youth employment and young entrepreneurship. 
After the press conference all participants are welcome to the Ejendals Arena at 16.00 for the official opening ceremony, where one of the first speakers will be Mary Robinson. During the afternoon and evening there will be speeches and discussions interwoven with music from Magnus Lindgren and fiddlers from Dalarna.  All sessions in the Ejendals arena are open for the public and are also streamed live www.reworktheworld.org. 
One thousand seven hundred entrepreneurs, business profiles, investors, opinion builders and not least ambitious young people from the whole world will take part in Rework.  Half of the delegates are women and half under 40 years of age and all have the same goal, to push forward one of the biggest community building projecst and create more jobs for young people around the world.
